rofessor Mushirul Hasan,
P currently the Vice-Chancellor of

the Jamia Millia Islamia in New
Delhi, is arguably the region’s most

ted historian. After leti

his undetgrndum degree from
Aligarh Muslim University, Professor
Hasan continued postgraduate work
at Delhi University. Later, he
proceeded to England for his
doctorate at Cambridge University's
Trinity College. In 1981, he was
appointed as a professor of history at
Jamia Millia.

Over the years, Professor Hasan
has authored several critically
acclaimed articles and books on the
political and constitutional history of
the subcontinent during the twentieth
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century. These include Legacy of a
Divided Nation: India’s Musiims since
Independence, India’s Partition:
Process, Strategy and Mobilization,
Inventing Boundaries: Gender,
Politics and the Partition of India and
Nationalism and C I Politics

in India.

Recently, Professor Hasan was
invited to join the talks in New Delhi
between Indian Prime Minister
Manmohan Singh and president of the
Pakistan Muslim League — Quaid-e-
Azam Chaudhry Shujaat Hussain. In
Karachi to deliver the fourth Hamza
Alavi Distinguished Lecture titled
“Khilafat Movement: A Historical
Perspective”, Professor Hasan spoke
exclusively with the Herald about
politics and peace, ideology and Islam.
